PSALMS

Intimacy

Psalms are the starting point of the rhythm of
worship. Intimacy that is characterised by
adoration, confession, and surrender. A heartfelt
expression in communion with Him. They convey
deep emotions, personal reflections, and a close

connection that everything else is then built upon.

HYMNS

Collective Proclamation

Hymns, as expressions of personal and corporate
celebration, serve as a powerful testimony of
God’s faithfulness and the breakthroughs we've
experienced. They are declarations of victory and
gratitude for what God has done in our lives and in
our communities. This collective celebration also
reminds us of the ongoing cycle of worship, as it
leads us back into intimacy with God, sparking a

continual rhythm of worship in our lives.

SPIRI'TUAL
SONGS

The Prophetic Sound

We have become skilled at Psalms and Hymns but
an essential aspect that is often underemphasised
in our worship culture is the importance of songs of
the spirit.

Spiritual songs are characterised by their
spontaneity and a deep connection to the leading
of the Holy Spirit. They are not rehearsed or pre-
written but are birthed in the moment, carrying
fresh revelation as worshipers yield to the
prompting of the Spirit. This requires a heightened
sensitivity to the Holy Spirit’s presence and voice
during times of worship.

Prophecy is not solely about foretelling the
future but involves forth-telling, which means
speaking God’s truth directly into the present. As
worshipers, this prophetic dimension becomes a
key tool in discerning divine strategies. With this
revelation, we can navigate with wisdom and
authority.

Spiritual songs are vital for ushering in a new sound
in worship. They enable worship to adapt to the
changing seasons and movements of the Holy
Spirit. In a world that constantly evolves, worship

should remain attuned to the Spirit’s leading.

How do we establish a culture of spiritual songs
in worship?

We will discover together how we can create
environments that value spontaneity, encourage
participation, and nurture the development of
Levites who are attuned to the Holy Spirit’s leading
and respond in real-time to His prompting. Each
